SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES

“This award is being made available by the Lincoln County Association for Home and Community Education because its members believe in family living and consumer education, agriculture and health related career training.”

1. The Lincoln County Association for Home and Community Education will award one scholarship to a student who select family/consumer education, agriculture and health related fields as their career choice.  This may be used at any accredited college or university where those programs are major offerings.

2. Lincoln County students graduating from high school this spring are eligible to apply.  Previous winners are not eligible.  Exceptions will be made for students whose family is a member of Lincoln County Association for Home and Community Education but reside outside of Lincoln County.

3.
The Scholarship award will be based upon the quality of the personal application and essay, scholastic and leadership achievements.  Additional points will be awarded to children, stepchildren, grand children, step grand children of Lincoln County Association of Home and Community Education members.

4.
Announcement of the scholarship will be made by letter to the recipient and by news release.

5.
The scholarship will be paid by the Lincoln County Association for Home and Community Education treasurer to the designated college or university, when the treasurer is notified that the recipient has completed one grading period of study and is registered for the second period of study.

Write an original one-page essay titled, “Why I Am Choosing A Career In…

Include a copy of your grade transcripts.

Obtain TWO RECOMMENDATIONS using the Request for Reference forms.  One recommendation should be from a high school, principal, or counselor, the other from a non-relative adult who knows you well.  Recommendations should accompany the application forms and be mailed directly to the scholarship Chairperson, Darlene Bade.
