JAMES W. CROWLEY DAIRY LEADERSHIP AWARD

Named in honor and memory of James W. Crowley, a longtime Extension Dairy Specialist and strong
supporter of the dairy youth project, this award provides recognition to youth who have excelled in their
Dairy Project. Eligibility for this award includes: current enrollment in the 4-H Dairy Project and have at
least two previous years of membership, must be in grades 10-13 as of January 1, and should have an
outstanding record of involvement and accomplishments in the 4-H Dairy Project. Fifteen state awards
are to be presented and recognized with a plague annually to outstanding 4-H Dairy Project members.
The top three youth will each receive $1,000 cash awards. Youth that have received a plague only are
encouraged to apply again. Additionally, the top awardee that is a Junior in high school as of January 1,
2025 is offered a $5,000 scholarship to attend the University of Wisconsin-Madison and enroll in the
Department of Dairy and Animal Sciences.
